Chris Nutter, Region 7 Director of the Conservation Alliance of NY, forwarded a letter he
sent to Senator Valesky with concern over the possibility of New York losing up to $20 million in
federal funding aid from Pittman-Robinson, Dingell-Johnson, and Wallop-Breaux funding
programs.  Senator Valesky has been told by the DEC they do not believe the changes made to
the conservation fund will affect federal funding for New York State and expressed that view in a
letter to US Fish & Wildlife.

Our 33rd annual picnic and derby were held on Aug. 6 at the VFW Pavilion in Mexico.
We had over 165 in attendance.  There were 87 entries in our derby.    We had a total of 31 fish
entered with 17 being salmon.  Chris Fisher won with a 31 lb 8 oz King. VFW Post 369 did their
usual great job providing us with a great chicken BBQ and hot dogs, burgers along with
refreshments.

 big kings in colder water (44degrees)
 watch currents...straight lines behind the boat

Highlights of the meeting held on August 4, 2011

On Sept. 22, the Oswego County Soil and Water Conservation District will hold
an Environmental Education day at Selkirk State Park. This will involve 400 to 450 fifth
graders from around the county. The pupils will be rotated to several stations in the park
which will demonstrate different aspe cts of the environment including wildlife study, tree
identification, hunting, fishing, develo ping good environmental habits and many other
subjects. These stations will be staffed by both professional and local people who want
to preserve and protect the environment. If you have a particular skill involving the
outdoors and would like to be a presenter at one of the stations you can contact Erica
Schreiner at 592-9663. Extra help is always welcome and some members of the
Federation will be there.

North Sandy Pond is an embayment which is connected to Lake Ontario by a
small Channel through the dunes. It contains many types of fish depending on the
season but is not fully utilized because of limited access. The DEC has been negotiating
with 2 brothers who have property on the Pond in order to build a launch site, but family
differences have prevented the sale and it eventually ended up in court. Dan Bishop of
the DEC told me that he is cautiously optimistic that the matter will be settled on August
15 and that the State will be able to purchase the property and construct the launch.
Money has already been allocated for this purpose.

Lake Neatawanta is a small lake that borders the city of Fulton. It was once a
prime recreational area but after many years of neglect and misuse it has been turned
into a mud bottomed wasteland. There are ongoing efforts to revitalize the lake such as
dredging to uncover the springs that once fed the lake, but Roy Abbott of the Federation
told me that it would take millions of d ollars to do this and there are presently no funds
available. It is a shame that this was allowed to happen and the city of Fulton and
Oswego County have lost an invaluable resource.

The fishing pier at the Spring Hill elderly residences has been a resoun ding
success. The Federation was very involved in the construction of this pier and they are
justly proud of it. The only controversy that has been created among the residents is
whether fishing should be catch and release only.

The DEC will need volunteers to harass cormorants on Oneida Lake as was
done last year. Apparently this was quite successful and hopefully it will be again.
